Waverley Gate:

Waverley Gate’s front entrance has two steps and a ramp for wheelchair
access. Push pads are available at doors. Reception staff in the main
concourse area are available for further assistance if required.

Creative Scotland offices are on the 1% floor accessible by lift. All visitors
should report to Reception in the first instance. The offices are on one
level. Push pads are available at main doors. Signage is in braille and
Gaelic.

Guide dogs, hearing dogs and other recognised assistance dogs are
admitted.

One accessible toilet can be found on each floor of Waverley Gate.

An induction loop is available in the main exhibition space and reception
area and a portable induction loop is available for use as required.
